The study is fine as far as it goes but it doesn’t go far enough. 
The researchers have assembled a technical list according to the best procedures currently available, but then this list is not tested for coverage against novel texts in the same domain. Does this candidate technical lists account for, as Coxhead and Nation 2001 state it should, in a paper these writers cite (p. 4), roughly 5% coverage across texts in this domain? Without a coverage test, we have no idea if the list is an artifact of the particular texts selected or a true domain list that will predictably account for its 5% of lexis in any typical text in the same domain. Of courser, a coverage check can only be accomplished after the list has been lemmatized or familized, which unfortunately is a considerable labour.
A related lack in the study is any mention of range as a basis of selection. The corpus from which the list has been drawn seems to have been analyzed as a block rather than as a set of documents or other sections. If a word or phrase appears 300 times in the corpus, we have to know if this all comes from a handful of documents or is general across all the texts of the corpus. Only the generally recurring items can be expected to appear faithfully in novel texts (link back here to my problem in paragraph one). Nation’s software Range was developed for this very purpose, and of course Wordsmith can make this calculation too – but the term ‘range’ does not appear at all in this context in the present document.
And finally, I don’t think it is possible to conclude without some mention of what could be done with such a list once it was made and tested. 
Recommendation: Major modifications

This is an important topic. The writing is good. Most of the work is done. Rework the lists with range incorporated, run the coverage check on novel texts in the same domain, and give us a paragraph on what such a list could be used for. Then the study is publishable – and will make a valuable contribution to an area that has been all potential and little realization for several years now.
